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· Below are the procedures for you, the pilot, to carry out in the case of an emergency.  

· Each situation is unique, but these instructions should help you to act appropriately and quickly in an emergency.

Your own safety must come first.

· You cannot help in an emergency if you are injured yourself.


Procedure in the case of an emergency
IF YOU HAVE AN ACCIDENT:

Leave your glider spread open to alert others that you need help.

Call for help on radio / cell phone.

IF YOU WITNESS AN ACCIDENT:

Land (if safe) and give first aid (are there are others at hand with greater medical knowledge than you?).

Call for help from nearby pilots.

Notify Evan Lamberton on 021 407833 or radio (ring 111 first if injuries are critical)

Notify Emergency Services (111) if immediate medical attention / evacuation is required.

Ask for ambulance service and have the following information ready:

Nature of emergency – Accident / Illness / Missing Person…

Full name of patient

Location of patient – address / grid reference / GPS co-ordinates

Details of injuries

Details of accident

What action / medication has been given

Does the patient suffer from any known medical conditions / allergies

Site accessibility – 2WD / 4WD / helicopter

Your name and cell phone number

Do you have access to a radio? What frequency is it on?

Any other information requested by ambulance officers

Procedure in the case of a missing person on back of this form.

Procedure in the case of a missing person

If a pilot has not “reported in” to the Competition Organiser, by the competition “report in deadline”, then the pilot is assumed to be a missing person and the procedures below will commence. Generally these actions will be undertaken by the Competition Organiser. If he is unavailable, then the Technical Delegate or any member of the Comp Committee will take his place.
Pilot missing at Check-in Deadline?

· Ask other available pilots if missing pilot was seen landing safely?

· Ascertain last known position / sighting / radio call of missing pilot.

· Call missing pilot on radio and cell phone.

· Check the missing pilots accommodation.

· Send vehicle(s) on search along probable flight path (with radios and cell phones).

· Contact all other pilots and question thoroughly about last sighting of missing pilot.

The above actions should all occur within 30 minutes of a pilot missing the Check-in Deadline. The vehicle search will probably take some time, so it is important to maintain regular contact with the searchers.

If the above actions are unsuccessful then contact the local police station and initiate formal Search & Rescue procedures (at least one hour before sunset – sunset is approximately 9.00pm). They will need to know the following information:

· Full name of missing pilot.

· Last known position.

· Predicted flight path (give police a map with the daily task drawn on it).

· Glider description (type and colour).

· Clothing worn by pilot.

· Emergency equipment carried (food / water / radio / cell phone)…

· Search areas already covered / actions already taken. 

· Next of kin details

Note:  Pilots may be called upon to assist in searching for a missing pilot.  Please help us out in the event that this happens.
